KPATKOCPOUYHBI PUCYHOK KAK BAJKHASI COCTABJISIFOIIASI COBPEMEHHOI'O
XYAOXECTBEHHOI'O TBOPYECTBA

Abstract. With the quick sketching being an important practical component of development of the future
artists’ creativity, it is crucial to examine a dedicated workshop as an organizational form of learning the quick
sketching. By the example of the O. Beliankyi’s (Prof. at the Ukrainian National Academy of Fine Arts and
Architecture) drawing workshops, the necessity to include the basics of academic drawing into the quick sketching
has been proven. His classes emphasize on many significant elements of quick sketching: capturing artist’s
personal impression of the object, the need to feel the object as a whole, to feel the form and know the laws of
descriptive geometry. Two main modes of quick sketching have been studied: drawing from life and from memory.
While drawing from life, it is critical to perceive the object as a uniform phenomenon, when its abstract,
generalized image provides ideas and associations for quick sketching, accentuating very few emotional features
of the object (rather than drawing a number of details). During the workshop, young artists develop good hand
motor skills, learn to plan their time, to choose the means and media for expressiveness and brevity, to concentrate
and perform strokes in a conscious and deliberate way in order to convey their idea of the object. Drawing
alongside the students allows the teacher to show the systematic and consistent nature of quick sketching: choosing
the media, arranging the image on the sheet, capturing accurate body proportions, emphasizing its plasticity,
working with tone, light and shade.

Abstarct. The article attempts to consider the problem of the place and role of groups - the interests of the
shadow economy in the spread of corruption in the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine of the third - eighth convocation.
It is established that in Ukraine, against the background of the imbalance of state and corporate interests, these
groups with their electoral and post-election activities repeated the Soviet model of ways and channels of
articulation of group interests. The arrival of the shadow economy to the legislature was a consequence of the
processes that took place in socio - political life. The activities of these groups in power were pragmatic and selfish.
It is stated that in Ukraine the significant scale of the shadow economy in Ukraine was the result of mistakes made
during the transformation of the social economy into a market one and a bet was made on the formation of
oligarchic national capital. No economic incentives were used for the development of small and medium-sized
businesses. The lack of real conditions for economic competition has given rise to corruption. Criminal groups,
actively penetrating the economy, put pressure on experts, fought for the distribution of spheres of influence in
industry, agriculture. Economic issues were resolved through corruption. Criminal groups controlled the shadow
spheres. The presence of monetary limits of criminal origin complicated the situation in the state. The lobbying of
personal interests prevailed over the state interest. Thus, economic gain prevailed in economic and political
activities. It is established that its presence in power pushed the representation of the shadow economy out of the
political life of the party, contributed to the development of trends in artificial party life. Some economic losses
incurred by the state from the political activity of groups of criminal origin are investigated and clarified, as well
as their role in the laws adopted by the Verkhovna Rada on privatization, deregulation of economic activity, export
import operations, etc.

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IN UZBEKISTAN, THE RIGHTS AND FREEDOMS OF WOMEN ARE PROTECTED BY LAW

Abstract. This article highlights the situation with violations of the rights and freedoms of women in the
world in recent years and the increase in violence against them during the COVID-19 pandemic, the measures
taken in our country on gender policy, a number of presidential decrees, decisions based on tasks, put in state
programs, was analyzed and given a reaction to the large-scale work to increase the participation of women in the

life of society and the state.

Keywords: gender equality, Convention on the Rights of the Child, A / 75/773, early marriage, human
trafficking, women, business and law 2020, COVID-19, Beijing Platform.

Women make up half of the world's population,
which is half of the human potential. Gender equality,
which is one of the UN Sustainable Development
Goals, is very important for all countries. This is not in
vain, because achieving gender equality lays the main
foundation for achieving sustainable development in all
spheres of society. The inclusion of women in public
life has been proven to lead to increased productivity
and economic growth. Unfortunately, the ancient
culture and traditional view of women as mothers and
wives drastically worsen their position, especially rural
women, further limiting their opportunities. Gender
theory emerged to address shortcomings in this area in
order to make women equal participants in civil society
based on new democratic principles.

Gender is derived from the English word
"gender”, which defines the concept of gender as a
social device based on physiological reality.® It is a
social aspect of the relationship between women and
men that is reflected in all spheres of life and activity in

On the negative side, it is manifested in the fact that a
woman is considered a lowly being, and a man's love
for a woman is low, and a man's love for a man is low
in the face of friendship. Plato calls a man's love for a
woman "Razil Aphrodite" and friendship between men
"Heavenly Aphrodite”. He believes that if a man lives
a cowardly miserable life, his soul will pass to the
woman after his death. Plato's positive attitude towards
women is reflected in his doctrine of the ideal state. In
this country, women are equal with men in all spheres,
apart from domestic affairs, they are active in public
affairs, and men and women are equally responsible for
raising children.

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Avristotle (384-322 BC) in his works "Politics",
"On the Origin of Animals", etc. he expressed his views
on the relationship between men and women, their
status in society, division of labor between them,
regulation of the population on issues such as.
According to him, a couple's relationship should be a
master-slave relationship. Women and men are not
equal. A woman gives birth to a child, and a man gives
a soul, which is essentially higher. The man rules and
the woman obeys.*®

The process of equal rights for women and men
has been gaining momentum in our country since the
beginning of the 20th century. Leading educators of the
late 19th - early 20th centuries. M.Behbudi, A.Fitrat,
A.Avloni talked a lot about the role of women in
society. For example, in his book "The Family" Fitrat
said: "Women's social and political activity is necessary
for national freedom, and women should not be busy
only with household chores and raising children."

While some progress has been made over the past
decade, it is clear that humankind still has a long way
to go to achieve full equality between men and women
in terms of their rights and opportunities. Gender
inequality persists in the economic and political
spheres. Today, on average, women in the global labor
market earn 24% less than men. As of August 2018,
only 24 percent of members of national parliaments
worldwide were women. In 1995, the figure was 11.3
per cent, which indicates an unsatisfactory positive
trend in this regard. % As noted in the World Bank
Group's Women, Business and Law 2020: Equal
Opportunity, Better Economy. Indeed, it is estimated
that women lagging behind in employment and
entrepreneurship account for 15 percent of global GDP.

Today, at least 155 countries around the world
have laws on domestic violence, and 140 countries
have laws on sexual violence in the workplace.
However, even if these laws do exist, this does not
mean that they will always be implemented or enforced
in accordance with international standards and
recommendations. *° For example, Article 1 (1) of the
Convention on the Rights of the Child provides that, for
the purposes of this Convention, any person under the
age of 18, child". However, in 2019, one in five women
in the world between the ages of 20 and 24 married
before the age of 18. Today, the risk of getting married
before reaching adulthood is highest in sub-Saharan
Africa, where one in three women between the ages of
20 and 24 marries before the age of 18. Marriages of
underage girls often lead to early pregnancies and
social isolation, prevent them from attending school
and increase the risk of domestic violence for girls.*

Every day 137 women are killed at the hands of
their families around the world. It is estimated that

more than half (50,000) of the 87,000 women
deliberately killed worldwide in 2017 were killed by
their loved ones or family members. More than half of
the victims of international human trafficking are
women. Adult girls make up 49 percent of trafficking
victims worldwide. More than 23 percent of victims of
trafficking in young children are also girls. Together,
women and girls make up 72%, with the majority of
women and girls being trafficked for sexual
exploitation. In addition, lower or loss of income from
employment, loss of income from remittances and other
sources, an increase in the burden of housekeeping, and
an increase in domestic violence also affect low-
income families in urban and rural areas. health and
living conditions of women. The World Health
Organization estimates that one in three women in the
world experiences violence in their lives.

The COVID-19 pandemic is exacerbating this
process. Restricted movement, marginalization and
economic problems exacerbate women's vulnerability
to domestic violence around the world. In some
countries, the number of calls to hotlines has
quadrupled. Many national reforms are under way
around the world to improve the status of women in the
workplace, in marriage, and in particular to protect
women from violence. Specifically, by September
2020, 48 countries have included measures to prevent
and combat violence against women in their plans to
tackle COVID-19. In addition, 121 countries have
taken steps to increase support and assistance to women
survivors of violence during the global crisis. “ The
World Bank has been publishing country rankings on
gender equality since 2017. Last year, the sixth training
series, Women, Business and Law 2020, was
published, which analyzed 190 laws and regulations
affecting women's economic opportunities. Countries
have eight chapters on women's legal wages,
employment, doing business, managing women's
assets, pensions, freedom of movement, marriage and
motherhood, which are assessed based on the index.
The study established the relationship between the level
of economic development and gender equality.
Belgium, Denmark, France, Iceland, Latvia,
Luxembourg, Sweden and Canada are in the top 100
countries in the ranking.

In recent years, ensuring gender equality,
protecting the family, motherhood and childhood, and
developing entrepreneurship among women has
become one of the priorities of state policy in our
country. In particular, the action strategy includes
issues of enhancing the role and place of women and
youth in society, ensuring their rights and interests,
creating all conditions for them. About half of the
country's population - 17 million - are women. Over the

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past four years, significant work has been done to
increase the social and political activity of women and
expand their participation in public administration. In
particular, the Presidential Decree “On measures to
radically improve activities in the field of supporting
women and strengthening the institution of the family”
was adopted. This was one of the first steps towards a
consistent approach to gender equality. Also, the
creation of the Committee on Women and Gender
Equality in the Senate, a presidential decree "On
measures to further strengthen guarantees of women's
labor rights and support for entrepreneurship”, "On the
protection of girls from oppression and violence", On
guarantees of equal rights and opportunities for women
and men", "Support for women, their active
participation in the life of society”. The adoption of a
number of decrees, resolutions and laws "On measures
to further improve the participation system™ has
stepped up work in this area to a new level. In addition,
at the initiative of the President, under the leadership of
the Chairman of the Senate of the Oliy Majlis, active
work is underway to create the Republican Public
Council of Women. One of the main priorities of this
Council is the full support of women, as well as the
provisions of the UN Convention on the Elimination of
All Forms of Discrimination against Women and the
Beijing Platform (1995 4). Fourth World Conference
on Gender Equality and Women's Empowerment
convened by the United Nations in Beijing, China, 15
September. More than 30,000 activists and delegates
from 189 countries gathered to discuss the global legal
equality known as the Beijing Platform for Action,
those who developed a comprehensive roadmap of
achievement. ) is to coordinate the implementation of
the National Action Plan. In 2020 alone, Uzbekistan
adopted 15 normative legal acts aimed at increasing the
role of women in government and society, ensuring
their employment, developing women's
entrepreneurship and supporting women in need. 4
Over the past period, 950 girls in need of social
protection were admitted to higher educational
institutions, and 166.3 thousand women were offered a
permanent job. At the same time, “Women's
Entrepreneurship Centers” have been created in each
region, preferential loans have been allocated by trust
funds and commercial banks, more than 224 thousand
women have been provided with preferential loans
totaling 6.9 trillion. Sums for the development of
entrepreneurship. purposeful work with women, a
“women's book” was published, the living conditions
of more than a thousand women in a difficult social
situation were improved.*

It should be noted that a solid legal basis for
gender policy has been created in our country. Our
work to advance the interests of women in all fields is
widely recognized throughout the world. For example,
at the UN headquarters, information on Uzbekistan's
experience in ensuring the rights and freedoms of
women within the framework of the 2030 Sustainable
Development Goals was disseminated as an official

Secretary General of the International
Interparliamentary Assembly Martin Chungong noted
that the experience of Uzbekistan will become an
experience for other countries. The fact that Uzbekistan
has been entrusted with the chairmanship of the
dialogue of the leaders of Central Asia this year also
indicates that gender policy in our country is being
pursued in the right direction.

Thus, today the share of women in public
administration has reached 26.6%, and in the last
elections in the country for the first time in the
Legislative Chamber of the Oliy Majlis women
accounted for 32%, in the Senate and local councils -
25%. Currently, about 1,400 women hold leadership
positions at the national and regional levels, more than
43,000 at the district and city levels. In particular, the
Chairman of the Senate of the Oliy Majlis - Tanzila
Norbaeva, Adviser to the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan on economic development, investments and

Summary. The author of the article shows the research results of the popularity of tattoos among young
people (15-30 years old). The author examines the most popular tattoo styles, reveals the details of tattooing in
such styles as realism, minimalism, new school, trash polka, watercolor. Finally, the author concludes that it is
necessary to train highly qualified masters of art tattoo who meet the high requirements of professional
competencies, who have professional ethics, know the historical aspects of the development of this art, styles of
tattoos, the technique of its application, the technical aspect of the issue, who are aware of art, psychology,
medicine, and can provide a first aid. The author notes that these specialists should be trained in organizations of
supplementary vocational training. The author also notes the importance of developing a competent educational
program for a master of art tattoo. So, the author says that such training should be carried out by qualified teachers
in the fields of knowledge, training should be fully immersed in the educational process, and training of these
specialists should be carried out only in accredited educational organizations.

Summary. 1960-80s are the period of national-spiritual self-awareness and independence, modernism of
Azerbaijani literature. The article analyzes the socio-historical, literary and cultural needs of characterizing this
period as a new stage of Azerbaijani literature. After Stalin's exposure, as in other Soviet republics, the political
and ideological environment in Azerbaijan softened, and a new spirit, form, and content changed in literature and
art. The themes of repression and the South, in general, have become more relevant to other issues that serve
national self-consciousness. Literature has moved from the subject of production and economy to the description
and explanation of the inner world of man. The life of a simple and "little man" came to the fore.

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The Uzbek novel has passed a century-long path
of its development. In the history of Uzbek literature,
the 20th century is distinguished by the emergence and
formation of the leading genre of the novel.

Despite the significant temporal distance between
Uzbek novelism and the centuries-old experience of the
genre of the novel, the evolution of the Uzbek novel is
clearly traced on the threshold of the 21st century in
European and Russian literature. This is evidenced by
the stylistic searches of the writers of the 80-90s.
Especially in the last decade (which it is appropriate to
call the Renaissance period), Uzbek novelism has been
clearly renewed in genre and style.

With an analytical look at the history of the Uzbek
novel of the 20th century, the conclusions of the literary
critic A. Rakhimov “... the history of literature is high
aesthetic ideals and artistic ideas, complex human
experiences and characters, as well as original images -
achievements on the path of true art and the history of
falls; the history of literature is the search for various
artistic methods on the way of depicting real life, the
literary movement and the leading trends that
determine the development and essence of aesthetic
thinking, and the basic laws of history ”- serve as
confirmation of the essence of the Uzbek novel.

The origin of the genre of the novel in Uzbek
literature dates back to the mid-20s of the last century.
Noting the impact on the formation of the national
novel of the lyro-epic forms of national folklore, the
classical heritage of A. Navoi, Russian, European,
Arabian romance, we came to the conclusion that there
would be no such heritage, then Uzbek novelism in the
shortest possible time could not rise to high level.

“The Days Gone” by A. Kadiri is the founder of
the first Uzbek national novel. Artistically embodying
the light love between Otabek and Kumushbibi, the
writer at the same time describes family problems that,
in the course of the development of the plot, lead us into
social intrigues. Against the background of the artistic
panorama, the historical picture of the era of
Khudoyarkhan's rule, the socio-political reality of
Kokand and Margilan are revealed.

The novel "Scorpio from the Altar" presented its
author as a mature novelist, showing how significant,
significant changes take place in the worldview of the
writer and his creative method, how the individual
creative evolution of the writer takes place.

Following A. Kadiri, the galaxy of Uzbek writers
was replenished with new names of novelists who
renewed the genre of the novel with stylistic varieties.

From the history of the Uzbek novel of the 20th
century, from the roots of such traditional novels as
"Days bygone", "Scorpio from the Altar", "Navoi",
"Starry Nights”, such novels of an unconventional
genre as "Fields Left by Father”, "In this world you
can’t die ”by T. Murad,” The Monster by Sh. "," Sage
Sisyphus "H. Dustmukhammad and others. The
appearance of such an unconventional genre of the
novel in Uzbek literature had its own objective and
subjective reasons. This can be seen from the
following:

e transition problems are inherent not only to the
economy and politics of the country, they are also
inherent in the aesthetics, spirituality of society, its
culture and education. Since the genre of the novel is a
reflection of the artistic and aesthetic thinking of
society;

e controversy and discussion about the genre of
the novel especially intensified during the years of
Independence. It must be admitted that these
discussions, conducted from different points of view,
are not only about the genre of the novel, but also about
the fact that all literary studies need reforms.
Reflections of literary critics and writers about the new
Uzbek novel show that writers need to work on the
problems of poetics of a literary text;

The period of national independence gave writers
freedom of creativity, awakened thinking from
hibernation, and this emerging thinking fulfills the
historically artistic and aesthetic tasks of society, and
serves as a recognition of the need to create a number
of both traditional and non-traditional genres of the
novel.

If in the twentieth century Uzbek writers created
more than 200 novels, then the 70-80s were one of the
most fruitful periods in the development of the novel
form. Also fruitful was the next stage of the novel
genre, which went down in the history of Uzbek
literature under the title "Romance of the period of
Independence”. This period was a period of creative
searches. Figuratively speaking, the genres and styles
of the novel were carefully probed, from modernism to
avant-garde. More than 100 novels updated Uzbek
novels in genre and style.
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Based on the scientific doctrine of M. Bakhtin that
"the novel is the only emerging genre" we can
understand the thorny path of the emerging genre of the
Uzbek novel.

The policy of totalitarianism, the domination of
the method of "socialist realism" in artistic creation
gave rise to many "mass" novels and the bitter truth is
that the habit of such creativity can change society;
After all, the novel not only reflects the level of artistic
and aesthetic thinking of society, but also shapes this
thinking, this influence can logically be positive and
negative, because this "mass" can dull artistic and
aesthetic thinking, and shows the level of our
development. The chronicles of the novels of this
period are: "Fields left by the father", "You cannot die
in this world" by T. Murad, "The Beast" by Sh. , “On
all four sides”, “Square” by O. Mukhtar, “Bazaar”,
“Sage Sisyphus” by H. Dustmukhammad, “The
enclosed moon” by Sh.Butaev, “Game of butterflies”
by T. Rustam, “Equilibrium”, “Revolt and humility ”,*
Sabo and Samandar ”by Ulugbek Hamdam,* Ozod ”,
The Geneticist ”, Eternal Wanderer of Isajon Sultan,
there are dozens of such novels, naturally, they also
differ both in style and trend. In this respect, the novels
of the representatives of the Uzbek “female prose”
should be mentioned. Salomata Vafo "The Life of
Ovora", Jamila Ergasheva "Woman on the Hill"
Zulfiya Kuralboy Kizi "Prisoner of Sorrow", "In the
Abyss of Heavy".

The artistic embodiment of paintings that are
important for the historical fate of mankind, reflecting
its cultural and moral level, serves to increase the
ideological and artistic value of the novel. Writers
writing in the traditional genre of the novel also employ
non-traditional styles, even synthesis of thinking, a
process that has a large impact on the genre's rationale.
Naturally, both traditional and non-traditional novels
correspond to genre compositions, the idea of the novel
and the artistic components are considered the main
factors of the genre of the novel. It should be noted that
some independent trends in the dynamics of the genre
during the period of literature renewal may become a
tendency for a new direction in the genre. From the
history of the novel, we know how in the works of F.M.
Dostoevsky's psychological analysis was one of the
artistic components of the polyphonic novel; at the
beginning of the 20th century, the polyphonic display
of human consciousness and subconsciousness gave
rise to modernist art. Analysis of the genre of the
updated novel of the period of national independence
shows that the method of complex synthesis used by
talented writers is also present in the Uzbek novel. This
can be seen both in the composition and in the style of
Togai Murod's novel Fields Left by Father. It
synthesizes such styles as lyric prose, free epic prose
and saj.

In the center of the novel "Fields Left by Father"
is an artistic reflection of the life of "robotic
mechanisms", which unquestioningly carry out the
"program" of the existing system in the era of colonial
politics. The heroes of Togai Murad outwardly approve
of the policy of this system, but in their hearts they do

not support it, a feeling of struggle, love for the Earth-
mother prevails in them.

The parody and irony used by the writer to create
the image of Dehkonkul and the artistic display of the
environment are aimed not only at the image of
Dehkonkul and the artistic display of the environment,
but also at the era and politics of that time. The
sharpness of the eyes and the insight of the writer's soul
is evidenced by the detail of the events in the novel,
which are also given a high artistry.

The novel "Fields Left by Father" depicts the most
painful points of the national tragedy - the usual poor
life for everyone, the miserable fate of a hardworking
Uzbek farmer, child labor in the colonial regime. The
writer gives them life, and this life inspires spirit. The
idea of struggle, introduced by Togai Murad in the
novel, is the idea of realizing oneself, the essence of a
nation, which for 130 years the despotic system could
not break. It is this awareness of one's "I", of one's
essence that is the main theme of the novel and, at the
same time, the concept of the writer himself.

Each form of the method used in the novel
(creating images, plotting, displaying methods,
functions of an internal monologue and dialogue,
describing a landscape, etc.) serves the most complete
implementation of the author's concept. Thus, the goal
and the idea adopted in the novel for interpretation are
realized.

Especially it is necessary to note the artistic style
of the writer, which is distinguished by its originality
and individuality. Analyzing the style of the novel, one
can trace how T. Murad used the “saj” style, which is
widely used in folk tales of rhymed prose. It should be
noted that in the novel "Fields Left by Father" the novel
word is not only rhymed, but every phenomenon
described is framed by feeling.

From the very first lines to the last page, the novel
is covered with one mood - the spirit of freedom.
Framing the plot of the novel, the same mood with the
development of the action expands and generalizes to a
large symbolic meaning, which grew from the spirit of
freedom into the idea of struggle. This is precisely the
novel's rebellious lyricism. The appeal to the style of
lyric prose of T. Murad and its artistic development in
the socio-philosophical novel "The Fields Left by the
Father" shows how the dynamism of the contamination
of the novel occurs in the Uzbek novelism based on the
world experience of literature, at the origins of which
were M. Bulgakova, E. Hemingway , K. Paustovsky.

V. Dneprov considers the writers' appeal to lyric
prose “as a legitimate direction of a modern novel”.
Therefore, T. Murad's appeal to "saju" is not a
simplification of the novel style for the purpose of mass
literature.

"Poetisation” in the novel takes place on a
different plane. Poetising feelings and moods, the
writer penetrates deeper into the psychology of the
heroes. The poeticized novel word expressing a certain
"plot of the phenomenon” puts forward the "plot of
mood" as a concept

One of the poeticized features of the novel is
symbolism. The symbolism of the artistic image in the
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novel is directed towards the future, towards our time -
the time of Independence. She does not express a
depressive mood, but on the contrary, she sharpens her
gaze to freedom, Independence.

“The people surrounded the land soaked in their
father's blood with a duval. On the land where their
father gave up his ghost, the people planted a white
flag. People, passing by the grave of Akrab, who died
for the national liberation of the people, stopped each
time.

When people stopped each time, they read a prayer
for Akrab, who died for the national liberation of the
people ”[2, p. 45].

The writer knows how to show the big in small and
in every phrase so much unsaid, in every unsaid,
incomplete thought lies the burning human mind of the
truth. It is inaccessible to the heroes of the novel as that
part of an unspeakable thought. To realize it, you need
to strive for it, you need to fight for it, even if you need
to give your life. This unsaid is liberation from
bondage, this is the independence of the nation.

Therefore, the land that is saturated with the blood
of the father is sacred, because it is saturated with the
blood of a person who died for the freedom of his
people. Therefore, the people surrounded this part of
the land with a duval so that no one would step on it,
and a white flag was erected on it - a symbol of the
sacredness of Muslims.

Analysis and synthesis of the novels of Aman
Mukhtar "The Man in Front of the Mirror”, "The
Square™ show that in the composition of these novels,
in contrast to the interpretation of reality, the existing
realistic and romantic relationships prevail. There is
also a synthesis of psychological-philosophical,
adventure-detective and lyric-epic artistic components.
As you can see, the dynamics of the development of the
conditionally symbolic style of the novel "Chinara" by
Askad Mukhtar shows that it can turn into one of the
main style-forming components of the Uzbek novel.

Speaking about the Uzbek novel, about its genre
development and related problems, we should note the
influence of Western and Russian novels. In the process
of gradual literary improvement of the Uzbek novel, the
influence and impact of the poetics of modernism,
polyphonic interpretation is traced, a departure from
naturalism is derived from internal genre laws through
evolutionary development and is brought into action
through artistic reform, denial and affirmation. A
Western philosopher or a lover of novels who enjoyed
the blessings of Eastern philosophy, observing the
world and the essence of human tragedy, or a Western
modernist writer who considers the height of human
achievement to be the image of Africa as a symbol of
chaos in the literature of European modernism, it is
natural that Uzbek writers turn to Western artistic
aesthetics. It should be noted that in most cases literary
imitation of modernism or polyphonic interpretation
causes dissatisfaction. It should be noted that the

dynamics of the literary process is organically linked
with the development of society. Artistic genetics is a
specific feature of the novel genre, it always keeps up
with the times and reforms. The presence of the
modernist style in Uzbek novels does not mean that the
Uzbek novel is being modernized.

We will not be mistaken in saying that the Uzbek
novel goes through a consistent dynamic of artistic
research, discoveries and achievements.

The protagonist in "Butterfly Games" Badal
Arman under the influence of retrospection in the
minds of catharsis. [5] It is known that the term
"catharsis" in the teachings of Aristotle was used in the
sense of "purification". With the help of catharsis, the
heroes of the modernist novel comprehend their life
path, and through mental torment they are purified. It is
for this reason that catharsis, as the main artistic
component, appeared in the novels of modernism.

The emotional suffering of Badal Arman begins to
haunt the reader. The novel is not an interpretation of a
single idea, there is a whole bunch of ideas, but you are
still thinking that the analysis of Badal Arman's
memories is a knot of events, that they all come
together. Included in the novel, analyzed reality, lies the
drama of man.

The source of the novel by T. Rustam "The Game
of Butterflies", written in a modernist style, is real life,
the essence of polyphony, based on a philosophical
understanding of life and time, is artistically interpreted
by the writer using psychological analysis.

The main significance of the novel "The Game of
Butterflies™ lies in the fact that it was through this novel
that Uzbek novelism in an unconventional genre came
closest to the style of modernism.

All this speaks of the creative searches of Uzbek
writers who are striving to overcome in their creative
psychology the manner of “social approach to what is
displayed” in order to revive the genre of the novel in
Uzbek literature as well. This shows the absurdity of
the claims about the withering away of the novel genre.

As you can see, Uzbek novels that combine the
literary and artistic traditions of the world art of the
word have gone through a period of renewal in the
artistic interpretation of the national spirit. It is possible
to trace the influence of Eastern and European literature
on the stylization of the genre in Uzbek novelism.
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“The book business existed for thousands of years
before the advent of printing. In Central Asia, in
particular, bookbinding has been practiced since
centuries BC. Many rare books were written here
before the Arab conquest. This work also flourished
during the Arab Caliphate. Historians, calligraphers,
clerks, binders, sculptors and so on"4. The historian
entrusted the works of writers to specialists who could
do the work faster and better than them, without having
to copy them themselves as before. The books were
mostly copied by hand by special editors. Thus the art
of calligraphy came into being and developed. Dividing
the pages of a book into squares of different sizes,
drawing colorful lines and patterns on the edges of the
pages, and writing the name of the book in gold letters
on the cover and captions has become a common style
of book decoration. The works of Ahmad Fergani, Abu
Nasr Farobi, Abu Rayhan Beruni, Abu Ali ibn Sino,
Alisher Navoi and others are unique not only in terms
of content, but also in the art of writing. Many of them
are kept as valuable memorabilia in major libraries
around the world.

The conquest of Central Asia by the Mongols (first
half of the thirteenth century) greatly slowed down the
work of creating and distributing books, as was the case
in all cultural life. During the reign of the Timurids, it
expanded again. In particular, during the reign of
Shahrukh Mirzo, Mirzo Ulugbek, great changes took
place in literary activity, in particular, in book
publishing. At the initiative of Shahrukh Mirza's son
Boysungur, a large library-workshop was established in
Herat, which attracted famous secretaries, cover artists,
painters and other book-making specialists of his time.
They were tasked with copying and duplicating the
necessary books. In the workshop, each manuscript was
passed through the hands of several experts.

“Alisher Navoi, along with writing works that
enriched the spiritual treasury of the Uzbek people,
made a significant contribution to the further
development of the art of manuscript. The style and
traditions of the art of calligraphy in the late fifteenth
and first half of the sixteenth centuries formed the basis
of the art of calligraphy in later years. Thousands of
calligraphers took samples from the masters of this
period and followed them (again, the art of the Book).

The publishing house, a printing company,
emerged in Europe in the 16th century as an institution.
The expansion of printing houses, the need for long,

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long-term work on the publication of some books, the
provision of workers with equipment and funds, the
organization of book sales necessitated the emergence
of special professions - printers. Until the 19th century,
publishing houses covered all processes of book
publishing (editorial work, printing, advertising
distribution, etc.).

Before the opening of a printing house in
Uzbekistan, the work of secretaries and calligraphers
played an important role in the production of books. In
this regard, in Tashkent secretary Abdulvadud (XV-
XVI centuries), Secretary of Abdulhak (1808-1886),
secretary Muhammad Yunus (19th century), secretary
Abdulmannop (1880-1945), secretary Muhammad
Shahmurad (1850-1922), Siddiqi Handailiki (1884). -
1934) and others. During this period, the art of books
developed on the territory of Uzbekistan - the creation,
copying and decoration of manuscripts.

Printing in Uzbekistan began in the second half of
the 19th century, after the invasion of Turkestan by
Tsarist Russia. The first printing house in Tashkent was
established in 1868 under the Turkestan Military
District Headquarters, which published the first printed
book in Russian - the work of Russian scientist
N.A.Severtsov, who studied the fauna, geography and
geology of Central Asia. After that, Tashkent became
the center of book publishing in Central Asia. “In 1871,
the first printed book in the Uzbek language (mainly for
traders) - Sh.Ibragimov's book “Calendar” was
published in the Arabic alphabet. During this period,
private  printing houses began to appear:
V.F.Pastukhov's printing house (1876, 1878 firm
"Lakhtin and Pastukhov”, from 1880 S.I. Lakhtin's
typography), I.Husanbaev (1883), O.A.Portsev (1888),
F.H.Orifjonov (1889), M.Bekmuhamedov (1908),
I.Inogomjanov (1914) and others. They publish fiction
and educational literature in Uzbek and Russian
languages. In Tashkent in 1882 the work of Sufi
Alloyar "Sabot ul-ojizin", in 1883 Navoi's "Devon" and
Mashrab's poems, in 1892 Bedil's "Selected works",
Firdavsi's "Shohnoma", later in the works of Gulkhani,
Mugimi, Furkat, Abdulla Avloni, S.Saidazizov's
textbooks and others were published. In the 1920s,
companies were formed in Tashkent to publish and
distribute books. Among them are “Madaniyat”,
“Maktab” and “Turkiston Kutubxonasi”. These
companies included wealthy and enlightened people of
Tashkent, prominent figures of the Jadid movement, as
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well as progressive Russian and Tatar intellectuals. In
the years before the October coup, Tashkent published
10 books with an average annual circulation of 10,000
copies; there were 13 printing houses and lithographs.”

In March 1920, the Turkestan State Publishing
House (Turkdavnashr) was established in Tashkent. It
was the first book publishing house in Central Asia to
be tasked with coordinating all publishing work in the
country, overseeing the distribution and distribution of
paper and printing equipment.

In 1923, Turkdavnashr was renamed the Central
Asian State Publishing House. Abdulla Avloni,
Abdurahmon  Sayyoh  Sodikov,  Munavvarqori
Abdurashidkhonov, Kasim Sorokin and others made
significant contributions to the establishment and
translation of publishing in Tashkent.

After the national-state delimitation in Central
Asia (1925) on the basis of the Central Asian state
publishing house the state publishing house of
Uzbekistan - "Uzdavnashr" was created.

In the 1930s, party domination was strengthened
in the ideological and political direction of publishing.
In the second half of the 1930s, specialized network
publishing houses of relevant people’'s commissars and
organizations were established.

During World War 1, publishing houses were
rebuilt to meet the needs of the front and the country.
Eight independent publishing houses in Tashkent were
merged into “Uzdavnashr”, and printing companies
were transferred to its disposal. Publishing houses
belonging to some institutions were closed. Book
publishing has shrunk dramatically.

In the middle of the XIX century, with the growth
of the printing industry and the emergence of a new,
strong technical base, the process of specialization of
publishing and printing enterprises in publishing began.
At the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th
centuries,  publishing  houses  became  mass
organizations, such as joint-stock companies, and later
trusts for publishing books and newspapers and
magazines emerged. There were also a number of
publishing companies in Russia.

After the national-state delimitation in Central
Asia (1925) based on the Central Asian state publishing
house the state publishing house of Uzbekistan -
"Uzdavnashr" (now "Uzbekistan" publishing house)
was created. In 1925, 1.5 million people with 334
names lived in Uzbekistan. The book has been
published in more than 1 million copies.

The 1930s were a turning point in publishing. The
ideological and political dominance of publishing
products has been strengthened. In order to publish
works of Marxism-Leninism in the Uzbek language,
the Party Publishing House ("Uzpartnashr") was
established in Uzbekistan. In the second half of the
1930s, specialized network publishing houses of
relevant people's commissars and organizations were
established.

During the war years, publishing houses were
rebuilt to meet the needs of the front and the country.
Eight independent publishing houses in Uzbekistan
were merged into “Uzdavnashr”, and printing

companies were transferred to its disposal. Publishing
houses belonging to some institutions were closed. The
publication of books declined sharply.

“In the post-war years, there were attempts to
restore specialized publishing houses. In 1950,
"Oqugpeddavnashr" (now "Teacher" publishing house)
was restored; 1957 Literature and Art Publishing
House; 1959 Medical Publishing House; In 1960, the
Young Guard, in 1964, the Karakalpakstan Publishing
House was opened in Nukus, and in 1968, the General
Editorial Office of the Uzbek Soviet Encyclopedia was
opened in Tashkent. In order to improve the
management of publishing, in 1963 the Press
Committee under the Council of Ministers of
Uzbekistan was established (since 1978 the State
Committee for Publishing, Printing and Book Trade of
Uzbekistan, then the State Press Committee). The
products of the publishing houses were aimed at
serving the communist ideology. For this purpose,
many works of Marxism-Leninism, socio-political
literature were published under many titles and copies.
At the same time, 15-volume works of Alisher Navoi,
selected works of such writers as Hamza, Oybek, Gafur
Gulam, Abdulla Qahhor, Kamil Yashin, Mirtemir,
samples of world classical literature have been
published.

In conclusion, it should be noted that by the time
of independence there were many changes in the
publishing industry, in particular, the gradual
abandonment of centralized dependence, as a result of
which began to establish private printing rooms.
However, the lack of competition is still hampering its
development.

SOME ASPECTS OF YOUTH SOCIALIZATION PROCESSES

Abstract. This article reveals the negative and positive aspects of the influence of information technology on

the socialization process of the younger generation.
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The problem of socialization of the individual is
one of the main ones in sociology, which studies the
mechanisms established and operating in society for the
transfer of social experience from generation to
generation, the ratio of processes and institutions of
socialization.

In Uzbekistan, during the years of independence,
for the first time, the social essence of the upbringing
and training of a person, its objective historical
conditioning, national nature, the role of education and
training in the development of society in the formation
of a comprehensively developed, spiritually rich
personality was revealed.

The formation of a person is most closely
connected with the whole complex of economic, social
and political problems. Without a high level of
