Abstract. The article summarizes students' approaches to online platforms, choice options, suggestions.
There was a tendency to study the effectiveness of the applicability of online platforms, the level of depth, the
creative approach, the coverage of modern information programs. The main part of the article is based on a Google
Forms survey. The survey was conducted with the active participation of 85% students of Vanadzor State
University and 15% students of Polytechnic College.

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Abstract. Suleyman Valiyev came to literature in the 30s of the 20th century, considered one of the
"bloodiest" years of Azerbaijan's history. During those years, he also wrote works promoting the Soviet regime by
the requirements of the time. Hamid Sultanov, one of Azerbaijan's founders of the Soviet government, is presented
as a positive hero in the story "Bigli Agha (Mr Moustached)", which he wrote on the subject of the revolution.
Although, at first glance, it seems as if he was rooted in the requirements of the time in every period of his work,
in reality, the writer also showed the regime’s true face.

The writer, who voluntarily went to the front during World War 11, was wounded in the head in 1942 and
captured by the fascists. The writer, who was investigated by the regime and sent into exile for being caught,
described the realities he lived in his works after that time. In the novel "Knots", the writer sheds light on the fate
of unjustly deported people by the Soviet system. In the memoir "How I Lived", the state's attitude to the people
who gave their lives in the war is reflected in subtle strokes. Since the 1980s, Suleyman Valiyev, using the presence
of "softening" in the field of literature, touches on the subject of bloody "reforms" and repressions carried out by
the Soviet system. He reflects on the truths of repression in the essay "Chamanzaminli*, the memoir ""Shushabandli

Azernashr”, and the autobiographical novel "A bird with a broken wing has flown".

Suleyman Valiyev touched on the subject of Soviet realities more clearly and boldly in his memoirs written
during the years of independence. In his unpublished series of biographies called "Unopened Pages”, the writer
clarified many issues that were forbidden to be written about during the Soviet years.

Keywords: Suleyman Valiyev, Soviet regime, repression, exile, captivity, autobiography

Introduction: The Soviet era of Azerbaijani
literature is studied as a separate phase. The 20s of the
20th century are characterised as the fall of the
Azerbaijan Republic, the beginning of the most terrible
days of our history. The wave of repression started in
1917 and became massive in the 20s, reaching its peak
in 1937 under the leadership of I. Stalin. As in all the
countries that "joined" the Soviet empire, this influence
left deep traces and opened irreparable wounds in the
life of the Azerbaijani people. "The most difficult years
of the last century” (1, p. 20) by sacrificing the writers,
poets, and literary critics, who had the power to take
our literature to the heights with their talent and ability,
dealt a significant blow to both literature and the
intellectual potential of our people, as well as the rich
genetic heritage: "70-80 thousand intellectuals of
Azerbaijan - scientists, writers, artists, teachers, youth,
clergymen, employees of the Soviet and party
administration, soldiers - in a word, all thinking minds,
owners of unusual thinking were destroyed at one end"
(5, p. 6).

At this stage, "For the first time, the government
is trying to control the literary process by making
decisions and resolutions to develop literature. The
destructive nature of the revolution quickly took over
literature and art. It pushed them to propagate
Bolshevism" (7, p. 169). Writers who oppose the
regime's ideology and include "dubious" points in their
works become victims of the wave of repression.
Prominent figures of our literary history such as
H.Javid, Y.V.Chamanzaminli, AJavad, M.Mushfiqg,
S.Mumtaz, A.Abid, A.Nazim, H.Zeynalli, H.Sanil,

S.Huseyn and hundreds of talents like them cannot
escape from the clutches of the regime.

Researchers  from  different aspects are
investigating the genesis of the period of repression.
However, the realities of the period become the object
of study in the works of fiction written during that
period and later. Suleyman Valiyev, one of the figures
who entered the literature during the period when the
repression wave "followed the literature extremely
carefully™, is known in our literature as the author of
autobiographical works. Writing autobiographical
works is an artistic technique used by this writer to
directly convey the realities of his life and the fate of
the Azerbaijani people in Soviet slavery to future
generations. Suleyman Valiyev presented a part of his
life and the lives of people he knew closely in his
works; in fact, "he reflected the life history of a national
man for more than half a century in his artistic works".
(19, p. 25)

However, the writer had to comply with the
requirements of this time regime. Sometimes, he wrote
down the events that he wanted to turn into the subject
of artistic thought, changing the concepts of space and
history. Although Suleyman Valiyev's works were
written by the requirements of the time, it would not be
correct to consider him a "singer" of the Soviet era, to
judge him without considering the period, environment,
and requirements of the regime in which the author
lived. The writer tried to draw attention to the regime’s
brutality in several works he wrote during the Soviet
period. In the works he wrote during the years of
"softening” in the field of literature, he gradually
revealed the truths of the regime. If we systematise his

creativity in terms of describing the realities of life, his
works can be divided into three stages according to his
period and ideology:

-1932-1945 years

- 1945-1980 years

- 1990-1996 years.

He was only sixteen when his first pen experience
story, "The Savings Bank", was published in 1932. In
his works written before the war period, the writer
keeps up with the requirements of the time and presents
the Soviet regime more reasonably than the previous
structure. An example of this is the story "Bigli Agha
(Mr Moustached) ", which introduces Suleyman
Valiyev to a wide readership in the field of literature.
The work published in book form in 1937 is his first
large-scale work. The story was written on the topic of
revolution according to the demand of the time. Its
main heroes are the participants of the revolution, who
promoted the establishment of the Soviet regime.
Characters such as Abbas Alijan (prototype of "Bigly
Agha (Mr Moustached)" character) and Mustafa are
prototypes of people whom the writer knows
personally. In this work, the writer created the image of
Hamid Sultanov, one of Azerbaijan's founders of the
Soviet regime, and presented him as a positive hero.
One of the writer's first works, the story "Moollah
Mamish and the chest", is devoted to the exposure of
mullahs and religious figures by the literary fashion of
the time.

S. Valiyev's work has endeared him to a broad
audience of readers - the story "Shor jullutu
(Sandpiper)" tells about the miserable life of our
compatriots living under the occupation of Tsarist
Russia. By writing about the tragic fate of the hero
named Ibish, the author created an artistic depiction of
class inequality by showing the social conditions of the
Azerbaijani people at that time and the difference
between the life of the oil feudal lords and the ordinary
people. The story describes how the people, entirely
robbed by the tsarist government, had to fend for
themselves to make a living. Issues such as the
exploitation of the people's wealth by the oil feudal
lords, the fact that the oil tycoons not only see a drop of
oil to the ordinary people but even the residues that
flow to the oil extraction fields are described based on
actual events. Thirteen-year-old Ibish, the hero of the
work, wants to catch one of the sandpipers floating in
the oil-stained small lake to bring food to his sister, who
is crying from hunger at home. At this time, the son of
an oil feudal lord is mercilessly shot by Farrukh. "Shor
jullutu (Sandpiper)" is one of the works that has won
readers’ love with its exciting and realistic theme and
flowing style. The story has been translated into several
languages and published many times. One of the
highlights of the work is that in the introductory part,
the writer compares the period of tsarist Russia with the
Soviet period in his notes addressed to children and
clearly shows his sympathy for the latter: "...Guys, you
haven't seen those days. That's why you are happy: the
children of that time were not cheerful and smiling like
you. They did not have school education like you™ (25,
p. 7). In his works written before 1942, it is possible to

find many sentences containing this type of sympathy
for the Soviet system.

The writer who served in the military from 1937-
1939, when the Great Patriotic War began, our great
poet voluntarily joined the ranks of the army, refusing
to accept Samad Vurgu's offer to stay in the rear and
continue his activities. Even in the June 29, 1941 issue
of "Literature" newspaper, together with writers like S.
Valiyev, M. Jalal, and A. Valiyev, the issue of loyalty
and love for the state was reflected in the appeal
addressed to the people to go to war. S. Valiyev fought
heroically in the war, was known as Sila, continued his
cooperation with newspapers here, and wrote
propaganda and motivational articles. In 1942, when he
was wounded in the head and captured by the fascists,
the tragic period of the writer's life began. However, the
war also caused the writer to be spiritually shaken,
wake up, and see the truth. The realisation of truths,
such as the fact that the Soviet state does not own its
soldiers, pays for the mistakes of military officials with
the lives of ordinary soldiers, and considers prisoners
as traitors, becomes the beginning of S. Valiyev's
spiritual awakening. On the one hand, the writer tries to
confirm the loyalty of citizens, but on the other hand,
he is disappointed by the attitude he sees in return. The
writer, who had to keep up with the demands of the
time, did not directly criticise the regime in his works
after that time. In his works, he alludes to some issues
implicitly and fictionalises some facts by changing the
concepts of time and space. The writer later wrote this
in his notes: "By the way, | want to reveal one of my
creative secrets. In some "Arab stories"”, | wrote about
the political struggles and clan and mafia gangs that
were not allowed to be published at the time. | found
solace in transferring such conflicts to another country.
After all, silence is great oppression” (26, p. 24).

For example, looking at his story "The Fig Tree"
is enough. The story tells about the hard life of Arabs.
The colonialists wanted to eliminate the "disturbed
Arab, “ their political enemy, by humiliating Mahmud
as a human being. However, Mahmoud refuses to
commit the crime after great hesitation. He cannot raise
a hand to the friend of the people who is the enemy of
the imperialists. If you look at Suleyman Valiyev's life,
you can see that the story's subject parallels the real
events he experienced. Suleyman Valiyev was the son
of the people occupied by the Russian imperialists. The
regime wanted to exile him from the country, threaten
to stop the publication of his works, and involve him in
the terrible plan against Samad Vurgun, the great poet
of the people. If he helped, he would be "rewarded" by
continuing his work in the Union of Writers and is
provided with a new apartment; in short, "all doors
would be open to him." But he does not become a
participant in this insidious plan, regardless of the
outcome.

Most of the works of the writer, who spent most of
his life through wars, battles, and captivity, are in the
autobiographical genre and on the theme of war. After
all, "literature is a product of humanistic thought; it
calls all humanistic people of the earth to condemn the
war" (10, p. 26). Suleyman Valiyev, as a writer who
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personally experienced the pain of war and the fate of
exile, remains faithful to this principle of literature.

In the novel "Controversial City", which is
considered one of the best novels written on the subject
of war, the horrors of that war, the human destinies that
it left unfinished, the identity of the real saviours of the
city of Trieste, the hypocritical policy of America and
other issues are shed light on. The writer does not touch
on the Soviet truths in this novel only because he
dedicates it to the rules of discipline in the partisan
units, the liberation of the city of Trieste, and the
activities of the Soviet citizens in the movement. In this
novel, the author tries to prove that he is a loyal citizen
of the Soviet state, explaining "why and how he
survived" by highlighting his activities in the partisan
movement. "... Even during the war, there were
insulting rumours about the Transcaucasian national
divisions destroyed in the battles of Kerch. "
Controversial City" showed the participation of the
soldiers of the Azerbaijani division captured in Kerch
in the Resistance Movement and defended the honour
of the soldiers of the 416th Azerbaijani division.
Suleyman Valiyev himself was one of them™ (9, p. 28).
Through the autobiographical character Aslan, the
writer presents the fate of captivity, the fascists' harsh
and merciless treatment of prisoners, his escape from
the camp, and his cooperation with partisan groups in
the later stage of his struggle through the filter of
artistic imagination.

He provides more detailed information about the
fate of captivity, the events he lived and saw in the front
in his memoir "From the Homeland," written in 1958,
and the issues reflected in the novel "Controversial
City". Here, the author conveys the events and facts to
the reader, not in an artistic way but in a documentary,
journalistic style. The writer, whom the fascists
captured after being hit in the head, describes his escape
from the prison camp, the help of the Italian girl who
helped them in this case, his activities in partisan
groups, his battles at the front, and his feelings when he
returned to his homeland after the end of the war, down
to the minor details. He completes the lot of the work
by talking about his departure to return to Baku and his
dreams about his native land. In his memoirs, Suleyman
Valiyev touched on the issues of the Soviet state's
neglect of former prisoners of war and lack of
ownership in an episodic way and covert form. He
describes the dire conditions on the ship where the
prisoners were transported and the thirst and hunger
they faced at the waiting stations. In the continuation of
the work, the chief of the military mission of the Soviet
government in the Near and Middle East countries,
under the leadership of Anisim Karasov, talks about the
richness of the feast organised in connection with the
twenty-seventh anniversary of the October Revolution
in Cairo, in the town of Genefi. With this, the writer
delicately confronts his relationship with the
capabilities of the Soviet state.

The writer concludes the work with a desire to
return to his homeland. In this memoir, which he wrote
in 1958, he does not give information about his return
to the motherland and his subsequent fate. The last

sentence of the memory expresses two meanings:
"Among the tears born of joy, | see my sad and painful
days so clearly that ..." (20, p. 212). At first glance, the
sentence evokes the reader’s impression of the memory
of the sufferings of the past days. But it hints that they
could not write it for various reasons. As in the work of
other autobiographical authors, Suleyman Valiyev
"were under the pressure of the Soviet censorship, so
the explanation of many topics was left unfinished" (2,
p. 3).

The subsequent life of Suleyman Valiyev, whose
arrival in literature coincided with the "bloody 30s",
was not peaceful either. Although it was not his fault
that he suffered the fate of captivity, the Stalinist
regime did not forgive him. "In the biography of a
Soviet citizen, the fact of being in German captivity
was an indelible stain that raised suspicions of treason
and espionage for him" (27). After the end of the war,
the writer, who returned to his homeland after a
thousand hardships, was investigated and interrogated
for a long time regarding his fate as a prisoner of war.
Later, the true nature of this investigation becomes
clear to the writer. Suleyman Valiyev is "offered” to
participate in a secret plan organised against Samad
Vurgun, a great poet who has supported him from time
to time. Otherwise, Suleyman Valiyev would be
released from his job in the Union of Writers and exiled
to distant Siberia. A writer who categorically rejects
this offer faces the expected consequences. The
publication of the novel "Controversial City", delayed
for eight years, was stopped, and the newly married
writer was exiled to Siberia.

In his novel "Knots", Suleyman Valiyev reflected
on the blows inflicted on human psychology by the
unjust exile and the moral pain caused by the fate of the
hero named Vasif. This work was a memorial to
thousands of our unjustly destroyed compatriots" (9, p.
28). Vasif, the protagonist of the work, is the author's
prototype. This is evidenced by the fact that the story
of his life is similar to the life of the author" | was not
lucky from the beginning, | had just started intelligence
work in Girovdag when the war started, and | went to
the army. | was confused and captured in the fighting
in Sevastopol. Fate took me far away. Germany, Italy

. | escaped from the camp and joined the Italian
partisans. At the end of the war, we came to Africa. |
returned to my homeland in the forty-fifth year. | could
not see my father. | worked in Girovdag. After three
years, | was separated from my native land. Now | am
returning to my homeland again. This time, too, my
mother could not wait for me ... In a word, | could
neither see my parents until | was satisfied, nor could |
make them happy until | was satisfied" (22. p. 11). In
work, the writer also describes in a highly effective way
Vasif's feelings when he was taken prisoner after being
shot in the head, his activities in the partisan movement,
his life in exile, and the death of his parents without
enduring the pain, finding the location of their graves
after returning from exile, and learning that other
people live in their homes. In their work, Suleyman
Valiyev exposes the inner face of the regime because
none of his relatives or acquaintances responded to his
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letters when he faced the fate of exile. His new
acquaintance, Pakiza, who consoled him, said
implicitly: "You know, the situation was different than"
and allows us to guess the picture of the period.
However, in the work’s plot, the writer does not
connect the reason for sending Vasif to exile with the
fate of captivity, like the author himself, with the plan
related to Samad Vurgun. In the novel, Vasif is
slandered by his relative and sent into exile. With this,
"by attributing the initial motive of the punishment to
his relative, the writer made a certain compromise™ (9.
p. 28).

When Suleyman Valiyev wrote his thoughts about
this novel even after some time, he does not openly
admit that his hero is his prototype: "At first, in
Girovdagh, | became friends with the manager of the
mine, the late Aliagha Aliyev, and the field chief,
engineer Anvar Hasanov... | witnessed many events in
Girovdag. Along with noble people and labour heroes,
I also met lazy, slanderous, unsigned letter writers.
Unfortunately, we still meet such people. The events
and conflicts in the novel "Knots" are a somewhat
changed form of the events in Girovdag. There is a
closeness between the fate of Vasif, the protagonist of
the work, and the fate of Anvar Hasanov, whom I
mentioned above" (20, p. 10-11). Both the change in
the plot of the work and the "change" in the fact of its
writing shows that the regime has softened, not
changed in its whole meaning. "This caution of the
writer was also because even though the repressed were
acquitted, they were not allowed to write about it; the
principles of socialist realism were followed. In the
literary process of Azerbaijan, the realities of
repression began to be written only in the 80s; almost
all taboos on the topic of repression were removed" (3,
p. 109).

Suleyman Valiyev wrote the absolute truth about
the novel "Knots" only in the years of independence:
"Most of my works are autobiographical. However,
their heroes are generalised characters... My novel
"Knots", which tells about the bitter fate of a warrior
who was a victim of the cult of personality, was
published in Azerbaijani, Russian and other languages
but did not see life on the blue screen. They did not
allow him to be filmed" (26, p. 29).

In his novel "Stone Spring"”, Suleyman Valiyev
talks extensively about the people he met in Siberia,
where he was sent into exile, and who helped him.
However, taking into account the requirements of the
time, the truths of repression were not reflected in this
work. Even in the novel, the hero named Ayaz, the
prototype of the author, is presented not as a citizen
who came to Siberia as an exile but as an experimenter
who came to conduct new experiments in agriculture.
The writer describes the events he experienced by
distorting the concepts of time and space. In the notes
he wrote during the years of independence, issues
related to the “activity" of the regime's censorship
regarding the fate of this work are revealed: "My
autobiographical novel "Stone Spring", which tells
about my days in Siberia, was also damaged by the era

of personality worship. Several necessary parts
belonging to that period were reduced"” (26, p. 29).

In the memoir "How | Resurrected”, the writer
turned the incident of receiving the card issued to war
veterans into the subject of artistic thought. In the
narrative, he relives his memories of the war. The
writer, who had to submit documents related to his
participation in the fight to receive a special privileges
card, criticises the bureaucratic obstacles associated
with this issue. However, the writer’s more critical
aspect is the issue of the regime selling these cards "in
a second way". The writer achieves his goal with the
sentence spoken by his acquaintance: "Dear son,
everything can be solved quickly and easily with an
acquaintance” (21, p. 232).

Suleyman Valiyev wrote several works on the
subject of acts of repression, one of the bloodiest crimes
of the Soviet regime. One of them is the essay
"Chamanzaminli*. In his documentary essay
"Chamanzaminli®, written in 1984, Suleyman Valiyev
briefly discusses the fate of Y.V.Chamanzaminli, his
teacher: "The time has come. Chamanzaminli, who
always came to the training on time, was late for some
reason. People waited for him for half an hour, but he
didn't come, we thought he must be sick. The meeting
did not take place. Then, later, we found out that
Chamanzaminli was called somewhere, but he could
not go there. It didn't depend on him... Justice triumphs
sooner or later, they say. After a long time, we met
again with Chamanzaminli. But with his works". (24,
p. 275)

Another memoir-story in which the writer wrote
down his memories of the thirties is "Shushabandli
(glassed gallery) Azernashr”. In simple language, he
conveys the terrible impressions of those years: "In
1937-38, black clouds covered the glass-enclosed,
lighted Azernashr, just like everywhere else. Every
morning we heard that someone was taken away in a
black car. After the director of the publishing house,
Ahmet Trinc, Asad Akhundov, Zulfugar Ahmadzadeh,
and Baba Mammadov were branded "enemies of the
people”. One person (I have forgotten his name) was
arrested here because he said during the conversation:
"Stalin can also make mistakes..." Scary days began,
and people spoke to each other cautiously. They said
that even the wall has ears! (26, p. 31)

In many of his works, Suleyman Valiyev tries to
convey his thoughts against the Soviet regime in a
coded form. An example is the expression "fate", which
the writer often uses. If we take the word "fate" as the
equivalent of the word "regime" in the writer's
sentences, such as "Fate took me far away" and "Fate
has a strange rule", it becomes clear what points the
writer is alluding to. Suleyman Valiyev presents the
flawed aspects of the regime, sometimes hiding them in
the faces of the opposing heroes of his works and
sometimes in the essence of the events. From this point
of view, his story "Morning of Kerch™ attracts attention.
The writer values the tenacity, fearlessness, and
bravery of the Soviet fighters as a factor determining
the victory of the Soviet country. He exposes the
regime’s mistakes in the episodes of the events he
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presents: "When the enemies took Kerch for the second
time in May 1942, the Soviet fighters stayed in the
quarry for half a year and dealt significant blows to the
fascists. The Hitlerites built barriers and mines all over
the place, and finally, seeing that the Soviets did not
surrender, they released gas there.

Thousands of our warriors died heroically in the
cave. Mostly Azerbaijanis, Armenians, and Georgians.
As if Transcaucasia had moved here. My daughter, this
was the most horrible place. According to what | heard,
several thousand people perished in one night ... Some
of the wounded were given a spoonful of water and
twenty-five grams of bread daily. The Hitlerites
expected the people subjected to torture would
eventually surrender and raise the white flag. They, on
the contrary, raised a red flag in their dying days" (25,
p. 186).

In these sentences, which at first glance seem to be
written only about the strength of warriors, the writer
points to a more critical point. The issue of the state’s
military power, which could not find out about the fate
of thousands of its fighters for half a year, and was
directly responsible for their transformation into
victims, is touched upon, which can be considered a
new stage for Suleyman Valiyev's creativity.

The writer continues this theme later in his
memoir, "The bird with a broken wing has flown." In
this work, the writer "tells the reader" in detail about his
life from childhood until 1989, when he wrote the work.
It highlights the sending of unarmed older adults to war,
the lack of tanks and military planes, the fact that most
military units are unprepared for combat, and other
issues. The head of state describes the accurate scale of
Stalin's and army commander Mekhlis's mistakes and
the magnitude of the tragedy as a result: "In May 1942,
the situation on the Kerch front was even more terrible.
The military command forbade digging trenches to
overcome the fighters' desire to attack. This caused a
significant loss in our army.

The high military command (Mehlis and others)
made great strategic mistakes and fled by plane, leaving
the army in danger and encirclement. It was a great
betrayal. Due to their fault, many military units,
especially Transcaucasian national divisions, were
disabled. Tens of thousands of Soviet fighters
sacrificed their lives here. The great “captive army”
tragedy also began in this land. At that time, there was
such a situation that there was no need for the prisoners
to raise their hands to surrender. At that time, we said:
"We were not captured." They captured us" (23. p. 60)

"Why didn't you kill yourself?" the investigator
repeatedly asked. Siilleyman Valiyev, faced with this
question for the first time in this work, also reveals the
real reason for the repression. The fundamental nature
of the events is voiced by the investigator who
interrogated him because he returned alive from the
war: "Go to Samad Vurgu's house. Tell him about your
hard life. He has a kind heart; he will help you ... Read
your new works to him, make him warm to you... In
between conversations, you will hear that he talks about
the nation, defends the Pan-Turkists, and then... We
need your words very much" (23, pp. 57-58).

Later, Suleyman Valiyev vividly describes the
accurate picture of the time with the scene of his exile:
"l knew from 1937 that people who were blacklisted
were taken away from home in a closed black car at
night. | was also waiting for my "night". But it
happened the other way around. At noon, a militia
officer knocked on my door and entered..." (23, p. 67)

In his autobiographical work "A bird with a
broken wing has flown", the author emotionally
expresses his difficulties in Siberia, his struggle for life,
the fact that the investigations did not let him go, and
the moral suffering caused by the regime's "stigmas™:
"Whoever has the number "-73" written on his card, he
was considered a suspicious and fearful person. After
serving his sentence, he was forbidden to live in 73
cities... It was clear then that | would not see Baku, the
capital of the Azerbaijan Socialist Republic. I could not
imagine such a cruel number being written on my
paper. My hair was shivering when | thought about it"
(23. p. 82).

At the end of the work, the author also mentions
the trial of M.C. Bagirov, his complete acquittal, and
Samad Vurgu's attitude to all these events. Even if the
work was published in 1989, Suleyman Valiyev did not
give complete freedom to his pen in this work either.
Only after the independence of Azerbaijan, the writer
manages to describe the true face of the Soviet regime
and convey his hatred and the reasons for his hostility
to the reader. The writer does not forget to get to the
reader the reason why he did not write down all these
facts in detail until today: "Stalin's oppression, the fear
of repression was transmitted from our ancestors to our
blood, it did not leave our souls” (26, p. 4). The writer
describes the regime’s brutality more openly in his
memoirs from the "Unopened Pages" series: "Stalin
mercilessly oppressed the nations belonging to the
Muslim religion during the Great Patriotic War and
sowed the seeds of ruling nationalist chauvinism ... He
treated innocent prisoners, especially Azerbaijanis,
more severely and punished them mercilessly. The
sufferings of our compatriots in the death camps are not
enough; as they say, "the calamity of the imam"
brought upon them" (26. p. 4).

For the first time, Suleyman Valiyev gave free rein
to his pen in that memoir and tried to convey to the
reader the terrible truths that he could not write during
the Soviet era. He touched upon the issues related to the
personality, whose name was forbidden by the regime.
He decided to "talk™ about the part of his life that he hid
from everyone: "Fascists used to be about two
thousand. They killed an Azerbaijani prisoner as a Jew
because he was circumcised. Rasulzade, who heard
about this matter, came to help and got into our blood.
The brutality has ended. The fascists thought that the
legionnaires would help them. They were wrong; the
legion only saved Azerbaijanis from starvation and
death. Muhammad Amin could not find a language not
only with Stalin but also with Hitler. He disagreed that
if the fascists won, Baku would submit to Berlin. That's
why Hitler didn't allow him to live in Germany ...
Muhammad Amin preferred the independence of our

people - not subjugation to Moscow and Berlin above
all else.

The legionnaires knew they would be punished
more severely when they returned home, like a soldier
serving in an enemy army. Therefore, they decided to
hide their presence in the legion during interrogation"
(26, p. 6).

After Stalin's death, in 1956, after being acquitted
and returning to his homeland with his family, the
writer did not leave literature at any time of his life; he
wrote and created until the end of his life. Many works
of the writer, who wrote a large number of stories,
narratives, essays and novels, attract attention due to
their autobiographical nature. By combining the facts
of his life with the writer's imagination, Siilleyman
Valiyev succeeded in fictionalising the social
conditions, spiritual sufferings, and pains of the people
he could not express. No matter how cruel and
merciless the regime’s attitude was, Suleyman Valiyev
managed not to remain silent but to turn the truths of
life into the subject of artistic thought in a somewhat
altered form. Suleyman Valiyev was focused on
developing the educative direction of literature by
creating a positive hero in the works he wrote by the
requirements of socialist realism and observing the
principle of non-conflict. In stories like "llIness", "Alas
for those eyes", “Dyer”, and so on, the writer turns
people who are suffering from "duty disease" into
targets of criticism. These people are promoted due to
acquaintance, and showing that it is possible to step up
the educational levels in different ways makes such
people the target of criticism. It exposes the flawed
aspects of the regime.

In the stories "Light", "The Brave of the Field",
"Half-Millionaire™, and the narrative "At the foot of the
mountains”, written by the writer, the "literary fashion"
of the time described the socialist society, the labour
process, and the simple problems of the people"As a
result, in Suleyman Valiyev's work, a unique concept
of a militant man was formed, the struggle between
man and time, his constant striving for the future, and
his struggle for self-affirmation and freedom were
embodied” (19, p. 25)

It would not be right to consider this step of the
writer, who writes most of his works in the
autobiographical genre, only as a "symbolic
presentation of his emotional state” (13, p. 9). When the
writer takes this step, he approaches the issue from a
broader perspective. Although Suleyman Valiyev
wrote his fate symbolically in his works, he succeeded
in articulating the future of his people in that period.
Analysing his works, it is possible to perceive not only
the artistic description of the period but also the severity
or lukewarmness of the censorship of literature. As
noted by Professor Yashar Garayev, "... those who
wrote and created in the Soviet era followed the code
of "socialist realism", but they were not blind and mute
performers of the official dictate from above, the
"public order". In any case, the artistic heritage they left
together gives a complete, clear and precise answer to
the question "how did the prose of that time imagine
and describe that time?" (15. p. 272).

Conclusion: In the works of Suleyman Valiyev,
who came to literature in the most ambiguous years of
our history, many events reflect the realities of the time.
A large part of these realities is related to the
circumstances faced by the writer himself. In these
descriptions, it is possible to learn an accurate picture
of the life and times of Suleyman Valiyev, who was a
victim of the cruel and unjust decisions of the regime.
It is clear from this that S. Valiyev could survive at the
cost of great difficulties, but he did not remain silent
but reflected the epochal truths of the time in his works
as much as censorship allowed.

Annotation. The article by Gizatullina G. A. reveals the meaning and significance of Al-Farabi's teaching
about the virtuous city in the context of creating "smart cities" of our time. Al-Farabi, a recognized scholar of the
East, designed a virtuous city according to his ontology, and his dream is being realized in more than a thousand
years. The author notes in his work that the creation of "smart cities" involves not only a technological solution,
but also a humane aspect, namely, increasing the spirituality of modern youth. If a virtuous city should have
intelligent young people, then by intelligence Al-Farabi meant not only the development of intellectual abilities,
but also secular spirituality. Secular spirituality includes a broad outlook, endless erudition, based on a brilliant
knowledge of the humanities. But the author also considered the technological possibilities of creating smart cities
in Kazakhstan, noting that today only certain elements of smart cities are being created in Kazakhstan, such as
smart houses, smart streets, smart akimats.

However, if taken insociologically, happiness for
ordinary people is well-being.

It is no coincidence that in Plato Hyperurania is
headed by the idea of the Universal Good.How can one
achieve the Common Good for the majority of his
subjects-

this is what the best minds of the ArabMuslim
philosophy, developing political theories, teachings
aboutauthorities. Moreover, all Arab philosophers lived
at the courts of the great caliphsand served them as
viziers, advisers, life doctors and cadi.

Al-Farabi, however, did not serve at the court of
Caliph Sayf ad-Dawla Ali

Hamdani, but enjoyed his patronage.

Being in Damascus, Al-Farabifinishes his many
years of work"A Treatise on the Views of the
Inhabitants of a Virtuous City". Socialphilosophical
doctrine is sustained not only in the spirit of the "Ideal
State"Plato, but also contains Socratic motifs and
ontologicalorigins of Arabic philosophy.
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Arab philosophers, thinking about God, tried to
explain how the Onecan generate many things that,
from the point of view of logic, are a violation,for the
One begets only the singular. And came to their aidthe
idea of the emanation of the Divine Spirit, borrowed
from the Neoplatonists.According to the Neoplatonists,
God is overflowing with energy,which flows from him
into the world, giving rise to objects.

According to AbuNasr al-Farabi, everything that
exists is divided into six steps-beginnings,bound by
relationships of cause and effect. “God, they said, being
absolute unity, cannot be the cause of something plural:
only unity can directly proceed from unity. Such a
derivative unity, stemming from God, as a result of his
self-knowledge, is the “first mind”. From the “first
mind”, inasmuch as it is a necessary being, because it
knows God, the “second reason” flows, and since it is
at the same time a possible being, because it knows
itself, the highest celestial sphere arises with its matter
and with its inherent her form - the soul.

The “second mind” in turn produces the soul and
body of the next sphere, as well as the “third mind”,
which controls its still lower sphere, etc. A series of
such emanations ends with an “active mind”, which
acts as the reason for the existence of human souls and
four elements of the sublunar world — “the world of
origin and destruction [11, 5]. God is the primordial
being, from whose essence his existence
follows,creates the first cause, which has essence, but
does notexistence. Next comes the process of creating
other causes, the transition fromthe highest levels of the
universe to the lowest. The rest of the reasons
areplurality. From the first cause, the second causes are
formed -celestial bodies.The third reason is the cosmic
mind, which cares for the cosmos as an "intelligent
animal" and strives to bring it to perfection. The other
causes are connected with real earthly objects.Also in a
virtuous city, the Imam, God's vicar on earth, rules.
With his thoughts, his orders, his feelings, his
heartstrings.

he influences his surroundings and all other people
Thus, the vibes coming from the Caliph reach the
bottom.This is how a hierarchically organized society
is built.

The Platonic discourse of power is complemented
by Al-Farabi's reflection on

the possibility of combining morality and power.
What should be ruler of a virtuous city? He must be
wise, educated,resourceful, able to see the future,
owning the word and excellent health.However, the
main quality of the caliph of a virtuous city, where
everyone people think only about the Common Good,
where all people help each other,it is morality,
spirituality. Moreover, Al-Farabi understood morality
in Socratic sound, as the knowledge of Good and Evil.
. As the wise said Socrates, when a person knows
whatGood and Evil are, he does not atrocities.
Therefore, the main quality of an ideal ruler should be
wisdom and education.“The real Caliphate seemed to
be a conglomerate, a combination of different millats
united by the Islamic ideology of solidarity and

brotherhood. At Al-Farabi unity acts as a universal
value in the moral

virtuous pursuit of human perfection.Achieving
unityconditioned by education and paves the way to a
happy life.However,the achievement of happiness was
itself a value process, opened to a person scope for
understanding the universal meaning of happiness at
the cost of one's own thoughts and at the cost of their
own actions”™  [§,120].In  "virtuous  society"
communication of people was rational and reasonable
just likeHabermas" [8, 120].

Thus, the social philosophy of Al-Farabi is more
becomes a social ontology, since its central problem is
the question of the essence of man and his place in the
created society. The teachings of Al-Farabi about the
Virtuous City are more relevant than ever today. We are
talking about the project of "smart cities".In the modern
world, there is a trend towards urbanization, so it is very
importantcreate smart cities where people will feel
happy. How said the First President of Kazakhstan N.
Nazarbayev, cities should not be simply smart, they
should be the drivers of an innovative economy. Today,
a smart city is a city where there is a smart akimat,
smart youth, smart infrastructure, smart ecology, smart
economy.The creation of "smart" cities is a complex
and difficult process. It is known thatbuilding new
smart cities from scratch is the most profitable way
demonstration of all advantages of technological
solutions. However the majority of residents already
live in cities where it is simply necessary infrastructure
modernization. But the introduction of "smart"
solutions is extremely challenging task for the city
authorities. There is a huge the number of institutional
and organizational barriers to use of new technologies
in cities.[9].The main problem of the day is whether to
rebuild "smart cities" or modernize the old ones. For
example, smart cities have been created from scratch in
Southeast Asia and the Middle East.The design of
"smart" cities in Europe and America was carried out
on the basis of existing infrastructure. In these cities
"intellectual™ initiatives came from residents or
businesses. Smart cities were built from scratch in
Europe, in particular in Portugal[10].The initiators of
the construction of “smart" cities can be both the
authorities as well as common people. The difference
usually manifests itself in the approaches that can be
conditionally called "hard" (involves
monitoring,centralized control) and "free" (assumes the
involvement citizens, changing behavior patterns and
removing barriers). Implementation model "from
above" provides a planning system for the entire
city,including physical assets. Implementation of the
bottom-up model involves the creation of an open
platform that supports the creation of modules and
various applications and access to it by other
participants.An illustrative example of the model "from
above" can be name the water supply system of
Singapore, where a system of meters connected to the
network was introduced at the state level to prevent
water leaks [1].Bottom-up models are demonstrated by
the EcoMap program in Amsterdam, which checks data
from meters and other databases to create applications

and information portals (mashups). Projects created
from scratch are preferable because they allow you to
achieve a lot in a shorter time.Also, upgrading existing
cities has some limitations: replace existing city
systems is sometimes almost impossible, because they
are based on urban economy.Therefore, the
development and dissemination of technology,
progress in the construction of "smart" cities around the
world is still relatively modest. The main barrier is the
limited capacity of municipal authorities. The
administrations of most cities do not have sufficient
powers or resources to implement full-scale digital
projects.In France, Spain, the United States, municipal
authorities do not have the right to go beyond
geographic boundaries. In England, however, the
authorities are practically deprived of the opportunity
to directly influence urban planning. An equally
difficult problem is the lack of appropriate expertise or
awareness of the need for innovation, and sometimes
the fear of such changes [4,5,6]. Yet “smart cities are
gradually becoming a reality.Kazakhstan is also
striving to build its smart cities. All the efforts of the
young republic are directed so far to the creation of
smart houses and smart streets, smart youth, smart
akimat, smart infrastructures in accordance with N.
Nazarbayev's road map.Kazakhstan cooperates a lot
with Russia in the field of innovation development.
Already in 2016, strategic documents on cooperation in
the field of innovation development between
Kazakhstan and Russia were signed in Astana. Such
cooperation is aimed at the formation of joint
innovative projects and high-tech production in the
field of information and financial technologies, big data
processing, telecommunications, new materials and
industrial technologies. Also within the framework of
the Forum, ACF "PIT" signed a cooperation agreement
with the Non-Commercial Partnership "Promoting the
Development and Use of Navigation Technologies"
(NP "GLONASS") [10].The signatories intend to
cooperate in the field of introducing an intelligent
transport system and logistics, localizing the
production of equipment within the framework of the
SmartCity project, as well as the digital industry in the
format of public-private partnership and attracting
private investment.In Kazakhstan, an autonomous
cluster fund "Park of Innovative Technologies" is
already operating, established by the Government of
the Republic of Kazakhstan as part of the

Changes in the way of organizing interaction and
relationships between companies make it necessary for
them to look for new methods and strategies for their
development. The need for improvement and
continuous renewal, closely related to the progressive
development of technology, becomes the starting point
for determining the policy and strategy of organizations
today. The access to novelties in the field of
technology, information, and data transfer becomes
possible for more and more market entities credited to
the "opening" of the originator companies and the
provision of affordable opportunities for their use by all
who show a similar interest. A prerequisite for this is
the globalization, which advances rapidly and covers
more and more companies, regions, and countries.
The globalization and the strategic management of

organizations

The analysis indicate that the concept of
globalization was first used in 1983 by Theodore Levitt
to characterize the process of merging markets for the
various goods produced by transnational companies.
He believes that changes in business are based on
globalization and industrialization. As one of the first
researchers involved in the analysis of globalization,
the American sociologist Roland Robertson is cited in
the specialized literature, according to whom the
concept of globalization is associated with the entry of
the world into the phase of great global uncertainty in
the 1990s (Marinova 2014, p. 10; Hristova 2018, p. 84).
The popularization of the term globalization occurred
as a result of the discussion on the topic "Globalization
of the main processes of the planet" during the 25th
session of the World Economic Forum held in Davos in
1996. Throughout the process of globalization, it
becomes possible to influence the social reality of
different countries with factors of international
importance of an economic, political, cultural, and
informational nature. Globalization, on the one hand,
corresponds to the revolution in information

technology, but on the other hand, it leads to a decrease
in the importance of national and geopolitical borders,
the clear identification between nations and states, as a
result of which traditional borders gradually begin to
dilute towards world unification. Today, the movement
of goods, services, and capital has a transnational
character. A prerequisite for the globalization of the
world is the transformation of the industrial society into
an information society, decentralization of economies,
and wide application of new technologies. However, all
this also creates threats to the sovereignty of the states,
since the decisions taken by each one of them have a
direct impact on the others.

N. Marinova (2014, p. 10) points out that
globalization is made possible by the rapid
development of the transport and telecommunications.
Their improvement gradually eliminates the problems
arising from the great physical distance between
different entities, and their modern characteristics
allow organizing remote meetings in real time with
sound and image, simultaneously managing the same
quantity of data, even if those operating with them are
established on different continents. The development of
information and communication technologies creates a
favorable environment for building a system of
financial, economic, public, political, and cultural
interrelationships. Globalization turns out to be closely
related to the internationalization of all factors
necessary for organizations to carry out their activities,
namely - natural resources, capital, technology,
facilities, people, and information. Globalization leads
to the destruction of the boundaries of the familiar, the
traditional and stimulates a new type of relationship
between all market entities. Moreover, it has a strategic
role for the organizations, which should determine in a
long-term aspect - what will be the course of
development and the necessary actions - this finds
direct expression through the adopted strategy for
further development. This is why globalization is
closely related to the strategic management of
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companies, which, as Zafirova (2017 p. 48) states,
corresponds to a process of development, selection and
implementation of the development strategy, while
carrying out continuous control and evaluation, closely
related to the future behavior of organizations in the
long term. Through this process, the management of
organizations becomes in line with the market, strategic
decision-making, social development, implementation,
and alignment between strategy, structure and
organizational culture. Strategic management as a
process is characterized by the principles of continuity,
hierarchy, conditionality and planning.

The high degree of unpredictability of the business
environment affects long-term planning, as a result of
which it is difficult to make accurate comprehensive
preliminary estimates and to plan a strategy in a way
that will actually be implemented over time. That is
why the management of any organization must be able
to adapt to changing circumstances and develop
flexible solutions. In this regard, some researchers state
that the process of strategic management should not be
stopped, even when crisis situations arise, but rather
should be changed in accordance with the new
conditions of the dynamic environment (Zafirova 2014
p. 225). In favor of this claim is the understanding that
strategic management ensures completeness, efficiency
and perspective of management as a whole (Doraliyski
2008 p. 5). Itis a way to systematize the most important
business decisions, improve corporate communication
and coordinate all the resources of the organization to
exploit the favorable opportunities and overcome the
emerging threats, using all the strengths of the
organization and finding ways to deal with its
weaknesses. The effectiveness of strategic management
depends to a large extent on the need for innovation,
with the help of which consistency will be ensured in
all actions of the management and their formal
procedures will be minimized.

Innovations and open innovations

A key factor for the internationalization of
business and organizations in general is innovation
(Yordanova, 2020, p. 13). In general, innovations are
something new, regardless of the direction in which the
newness manifests itself. Researchers such as V.
Wolfl, R. Dobrucka, R. Przekop, S. Haubold (2021, p.
478), Mamasioulas, A., D.s Mourtzis, G. Chryssolouris
(2020, p. 769 ) point out that innovation is an idea that
leads to new products or services gaining market
penetration. Therefore, we can conclude that the main
requirement is that the new idea gets a market
realization in order to become an innovation. At the
same time, innovations are also a determining condition
for acquiring competitive advantages, improving the
efficiency and economic results of organizations
(‘Yordanova, 2020, p. 17). Innovation can be considered
as a process of creating new knowledge, as well as its
dissemination, combination, adaptation, application.
The concept of innovation has a complex meaning and,
according to some researchers, it is not only a means of
rapid development, but also a philosophy or policy at a
different level - organizational, regional, national etc.
(lvanovna 2015 p. 99). At the heart of innovation lies

research and development, as well as technological
innovations (H. Mahdavimazdeh, L. Falkenberg and M.
Stackhouse 2020). Innovations, as T. Sierotowicz
points out, also represent opportunities to maintain and
accelerate the development of individual companies
and economies as a whole (Sierotowicz, T. 2020 p. 37).
At the same time, it is enterprises that are the main
elements of any national innovation system (Yu, X., Li,
N. 2020 p. 939). Furthermore, today we can conclude
that the traditionally known model of carrying out
innovation activities, only within the specific company,
is already facing serious challenges and a number of
limitations, as a result of which it is increasingly losing
its relevance. This is directly related to the fact that the
globalization of economies worldwide implies an
accelerated exchange of ideas, information, knowledge,
experience, people, serious involvement in the
innovation process of scientific research structures such
as laboratories, research centers, independent scientists,
etc. The construction and maintenance of well-
functioning innovation chains, in which each of the
participants can contribute to their development, is of a
great importance. Such a way of organizing the
innovation activity allows specialization of the
cooperating countries in the sphere of their competence
and a clear distinction of the innovation process in two
main phases - creation of innovations and their
distribution (commercialization). On the other hand,
this is associated with the transfer of knowledge both
inside the specific organization and outside it - between
the organization and the other participants in the
innovation process. The favorable result is a more
intensive innovation activity, as well as an opportunity
to carry out such, even by smaller organizations that do
not have the resources to develop independent research
and development activity. They face a number of
restrictions on access to new technologies that allow
improvement etc. As acknowledged by N. Revutska
(2013, p.183) - external partners can support the
organization's activities and act as an important source
of new knowledge to be used as a basis for further
innovation.

In general, the innovation process requires more
and more resources on the one hand, and on the other
hand, the accompanying risk increases, dictated to a
high degree by the drastically shortened life cycle of
products and services. As a result of all this, a large
number of organizations today are oriented towards
looking for ways to share risk, which is also a
prerequisite for moving to the open innovation model.
We will clarify that under open innovation we should
understand: the application of external and internal
ideas in the processes of the organizations; use of
targeted incoming and outgoing knowledge to
accelerate innovation activity inside and outside the
business entities; facilitating access to competent
experts and new technologies that organizations do not
have; active communication between stakeholders,
sharing the risk of innovation activity and encouraging
participation in it by smaller and newly created
organizations. Open innovation is associated with
removing the firm boundaries of enterprises by
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"opening" their entrance and exit to innovations
(lvanova 2019 pp.42-43).

There are researchers who believe that open
innovation can be seen as a phenomenon with four
dimensions - namely: outgoing and incoming nature of
the innovation process, financial and economic nature
of the transaction being carried out (Michelino et al.
2013). This shows a need to promote collaboration
between people from one organization with those
working in other companies, thus encouraging the
accumulation of different knowledge to be used to
develop new products, services, and work models in
order to accomplish favorable business results.
Furthermore, we should point out that open innovation
practices can be applied in different ways, such as
building alliances between companies, research
organizations, scientific and educational units, centers,
laboratories. Building a well-functioning innovation
ecosystem allows each of its participants to contribute
to its development, emphasizing continuity and
exchange of knowledge and information.

Orientation towards the model of open innovation
is to a high degree provoked by the fact that the
functioning of specialized units for R&D leads to an
increase in the costs of the organizations, including and
losses if they fail to achieve commercialization of the
new products, services, technologies. The very process
of return on investment in innovations can be
drastically delayed over time. The specialist states that
companies need open innovation, as it will allow them
to simultaneously use both external and their own
internal ideas and avenues for easier market positioning
(Li, R., L. Fu, Z . Liu 2020 p. 251). Open innovation
allows companies to use and develop their intellectual
capital and technologies, while being able to provide
those ideas that they are unable to implement
themselves to other entities or benefit from others' ideas
at a different stage of their development. This way, in
the innovation process there are simultaneously
multiple participants, and each of them can derive
benefits for themselves according to their capabilities.
By its nature, open innovation implies intensive
relationships with the external environment for full use
of intellectual resources and R&D carried out outside
the organization, access to external experts and
specialists, including creative people, in order to realize
a greater profit from the company through an active
exchange of the used resources. In this way, a special
place is given to users - they play the role of external
innovation sources and support the activities of
organizations (W. Zhao, L. Yi 2021). Also important is
the conclusion made by M. Basi¢ (2022), according to
whom the open innovation model itself has the role of
an intermediary that transforms the innovative culture
of organizations into inbound, connected and outbound
innovations of an open nature. It is the innovation
interaction between companies that is defined as the
most important condition for effective innovation
through the model of open innovation in an intensive
process of economic integration, internationalization
and globalization in a global aspect. The specified
interaction must be of a strategic nature in order to

achieve the expected results and to ensure relative
security for carrying out innovation proceedings in the
long term. In this regard, we should point out that the
protection of intellectual property is of particular
importance, being a basic prerequisite for a wide
acceptance and application of open innovations in the
activities of organizations. Intellectual property is a
unique tool for stimulating progress and transformation
of society in various aspects - economic, cultural, and
social. By creating appropriate conditions for the
protection of the results of the intellectual labor of
people, the production and distribution of new
knowledge and works, as well as products and services
in which they are materialized or incorporated.
Globalization — strategic management — open
innovations

Nowadays practice shows that it is very difficult
for an entity to achieve prosperity if it limits itself only
within its individual capabilities and works
independently of all other market participants. The
success of companies in the conditions of globalization
depends on their willingness to cooperate with others
and sustainable use of global resources, since there is
no way to concentrate in one place the most capable and
creative people, the latest technologies, all the
necessary material and informational resources, which
will enable continuous development of innovation and
tangible advancement of other entities. Open
innovation predisposes the improvement of technology
transfer, both domestically and internationally. As a
tool for its implementation, the protection of the
ownership of new technologies and ideas by registering
relevant documents - patents, utility models,
inventions, industrial designs, trademarks, etc. is
considered. These documents can also be seen as a
source of generating cash flows and additional benefits
for their owners. The existence of appropriate
intellectual property protection is a prerequisite for
making decisions about innovation in a long-term
aspect. This also creates an opportunity to open up the
organizations, spread their ideas outside the
organizations, and search for ways to achieve
sustainability in the development of economies as a
whole. Achieving better results in the field of
innovation is supported by the construction of
innovation networks between different organizations
(Nassani, A.A et al. 2022). It is noteworthy that today
more and more organizations are beginning to pool
their capabilities and form innovation ecosystems to
carry out effective innovation activity (Xie, X.M,,
Wang, H.W. 2021 p.299).

We can also make the add that the application of
open innovation as a business model for the
development of organizations has a strategic nature,
since through it - it is possible to achieve faster
commercialization of ideas, products, services,
technologies, to realize more benefits for companies, to
gain new experience and improve their image among
competitors and consumers. The construction of
network structures, including various participants -
business and scientific organizations, institutions,
centers, individuals, etc., is a consequence of world
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globalization. Thus, the emphasis is placed on
collaboration and outsourcing, with particular attention
being paid to planning innovation processes so that they
ensure the creation of new knowledge and the effective
management of existing knowledge, its storage,
transfer and accordingly - reuse of the knowledge.
Collaboration is necessary today because modern
innovations are characterized by systematicity, high
research costs, broad outlook and knowledge of
researchers and innovators, as well as shortened life
cycles. This turns the boundaries of individual
organizations into more symbolic ones, so as not to
hinder the two-way exchange of ideas, information,
technologies, etc. Through innovation, companies
improve and can more easily overcome the problems
that arise before them of a different nature - technical,
system, resource, etc. Innovations are also a means of
survival in the midst of strong market competition,
which is why managers today should be oriented
specifically towards organizing and implementing an
effective innovation process. The generation and use of
new ideas - internal and external - is a prerequisite for
successful development. The satisfying of the ever-
changing consumer preferences is a serious challenge,
but at the same time, it is also a guarantee of
organizational growth. This implies creating suitable
conditions for the development of marketing
capabilities, learning and resource utilization as drivers
of innovation (Sun, S.Q., Tao, Q.Y. 2020 p. 47).
Practice shows that innovation and innovation
proceedings, as part of the organization's corporate
strategy, represent a reliable source of sustainable
achievement of good results (Wanaswaet al. 2017, p.
27). The innovation is a tool with which companies
adapt to the continuous changes of the environment, as
well as adopt new approaches for cooperation (Micheni
et al. 2017, p. 71). This leads to their growth and
competitiveness.
CONCLUSION

Strategic development is of foremost importance
for the future of any company, regardless of its size and
field of operation. The development and selection of a
specific strategy depends on: the goals that the
management of the respective organization has set for
itself; the opportunities available to it; the features of
the environment in which it must carry out its business;
the ability to show flexibility and quick
synchronization in accordance with the upcoming
changes. Uniting the efforts of wvarious market
participants for the joint implementation of innovation
proceedings is, on the one hand, a prerequisite for
achieving better results, and on the other hand, for
moving to the model of open innovation. We can
consider the application of the latter as an integral part
of the globalization of all activities and spheres
worldwide and the strategic development of
companies. They also allow organizations with more
limited capabilities to innovate and improve their
competitiveness in the market. The modernization of
the innovation infrastructure and its expansion will
allow the inclusion of more entities in the innovation
process. Studies have shown that the accelerated

process of economic globalization, supported by the
development of the Internet environment, allows the
transformation of open innovation into a basic
paradigm for the formation of competitive advantages
(Zhao, J. 2021). As some researchers point out,
companies need to choose the right partners and engage
with them depending on the chosen innovation drivers,
because the collaborative (team) atmosphere directly
affects the level of innovation (Jha, A.K,, I. Bose 2021
p. 1593 ; Z. Jing, W. Cisheng 2021.). State policy also
plays an important role in terms of creating appropriate
prerequisites for stimulating the construction of
innovation formations, among which clusters,
incubators, science and technology parks, strategic
alliances, innovation centers, etc. — all of particular
importance. The development and implementation of a
package of measures, such as tax and other types of
reliefs, for innovative organizations in cooperation with
the field of science and research would provide an
additional incentive for the implementation of
innovations. The formation of a favorable innovation
climate requires making strategic decisions and setting
long-term goals in various areas of the development of
the economies and the society as a whole.
